9. Using established roads and tracks 
 

10. Reporting environmental damage 
 

11. Avoiding unnecessary interactions with wildlife  species and their habitats 
 

12. Practising courtesy towards all those who use i nland and coastal waters 
 

13. Obtaining permission from landholders and tradi tional owners before entering their land 
 

14. Caring for our own safety and the safety of oth ers when fishing

We had 24 Members and friends attend this year, catching 15 Carp with a total weight of 22.29kg. The average weight 
was 1.49kg (07/08 average – 1.98kg, 06/07 average – 1.69kg).  
 
Shane Jasprizza accounted for the heaviest Carp which weighed in at 3.78kg. It was taken casting a mini chatterbait he 
picked up in the US. Believe it or not this is the heaviest Carp we’ve had at the Carpathon for at least the past 4 years. 
 
Kyle Walton caught the Best Carp for the juniors at 2.16kg. 
 
I took out the Teams section with 6 Carp at a total weight of 7.52kg. 
 
January Outing – Tuross 
The Tuross Outing has been a popular one in recent years, this year was no different with 24 Club Members in 
attendance. They recorded 31 fish including 7 Australian Salmon, 7 Whiting, 5 Yellowfin Bream, 4 Dusky Flathead, 3 
Tailor, 2 Silver Trevally, 2 Flounder, 1 Brown Ray, and one Umbrella. 
 
Juniors accounted for more than their fair share of the fish, Tom Stanfield caught a Silver Trevally of 1.06kg on 1kg, a 
Dusky Flathead of 1.07kg on 1kg, and an Australian Salmon of 2.04kg on 2kg. Mitchell McGovern also caught several 
quality fish including a Brown Ray of 4.36kg on 2kg. 
 
Chris Lemmon caught an Australian Salmon of 1.93kg on 1kg to take over the Best fish – Beach, while Tom’s Silver 
Trevally has taken over Best Fish – Estuary. 
 
Anthony Heiser caught plenty out in front of the Cabins, captures included a Dusky Flathead of 1.44kg on a piece of 
Australian Salmon, and an Umbrella – not sure about the fighting factor on that one but apparently it went hard! 
 
February Outing – Batemans Bay 
I haven’t had the results back from this Outing yet but as far as I know it was attended by 4 Members and I heard 
rumours of some Dusky Flathead and Yellowfin Bream. I will report more in the March Newsletter. 
 
Recent Captures 
The Malam’s fished Batemans Bay and had some success on the Flathead, Mitchell submitted captures of 380mm, 
420mm, 420mm, 470mm, 480mm, and 530mm (0.90kg on 1). This places him second to Brian Stacy in the current 
standings on the Flathead length Trophy. 
 
Tom Stanfield added to his growing list of captures this year with a Yellowfin Bream of 0.35kg on 1kg line, they don’t 
all have to be huge fish they all count for juniors (as long as they’re legal). After the Tuross Outing Tom requires one 
more Masters Capture to achieve his Sportfishing Masters, and I’m guessing at the rate he has been going it won’t be 
too long. 
 
Upcoming Outings – Narooma Convention 
I thought I would mention this Outing as we are the current Narooma Convention champions and it would be nice if we 
could defend our title. We do not have another Meeting before this Outing so if you would like to attend at the last 
minute contact the Outings Officer (Keith). Last year we caught some great fish, from memory Brian Stacy caught a 
3.3kg Flathead in the estuary, Geoff De La Rue caught some Salmon around 2.5kg from the Rocks, the Clark boys 
cleaned up on quality Yellowfin Bream from the Beach and Chris De La Rue caught a 4.4kg Bonito on a charter so 
there are a range of fishing opportunities to choose from. 
 
That’s all for me this month, good luck I hope to see you all soon, hopefully at the next meeting with some capture 
forms!
