fishing will pick up. 
On the lake the water 
has dropped a little but 
is still very high and 
one must wonder just 
how low it will go this 
winter? 
Could be in for an 
exceptionally high lake 
this spring if we have a 
wet and snowy winter. 
The Thredbo River 
rules change this month 
with only one fish over 
50cm being allowed to 
be kept per day per 
angler and this allows 
the better conditioned 
spawners to breed. Of 
course the rivers close 
totally to fishing from 
the 13th June and by 
then it will be time for 
me to have a holiday 

 

after a busy season. 
Over winter I will be 
operating tours from 
July and if you are a 
regular with me you get 
an extra hours fishing 
FREE when you make 
a booking during July 
and August. Book 4 
hours and only pay for

I will only be carrying

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Change of government leaves some unanswered questions about recreational fishing

Change to fishing rules for Thredbo River.

Thredbo River 
change to 1 fish

The government has changed in NSW and for recreational anglers things have not turned out quite as expected. 
Before the election Barry O‘Farrell repeatedly said that his shadow ministry would form the ministry if the Coalition won 
government and anglers expected Duncan Gay, fisheries shadow minister for many years when in opposition, to become the 
minister responsible for the fisheries portfolio. However Duncan Gay has instead been appointed Minister for Roads and 
Ports, and the new Minister for Primary Industries (which still includes fisheries) is Katrina Hodgkinson, the Member for 
Burrinjuck. 
Before the election Duncan Gay said that the enormous Primary Industries portfolio would be separated and that fisheries 
would once again stand alone as a separate department. He also said that a parliamentary secretary for recreational fishing 
would be appointed. None of this has happened. 
Freshwater Fisher has written to the new Minister asking her about the changes and how other recreational fishing issues will 
now be handled. After a couple of weeks a reply has not been received, but you can read our questions by clicking here. We 
look forward to publishing the Minister‘s response when we receive it. 
On the Labor opposition benches, Tony Kelly has become the shadow minister for fisheries in his role as the Shadow 
Minister for Resources and Primary Industries. However he is also Shadow Minister for Roads and Ports, Shadow Minister 
for Tourism, Major Events, Hospitality and Racing, as well as Leader of the Opposition in the Legislative Council. In our 
experience Tony Kelly is a good operator and sympathetic to regional issues and to recreational anglers' needs, but with 
such an extensive range of responsibilities it is hard to imagine that recreational fishing will get much attention. 
Other changes that will affect recreational anglers include the demise of the Department of Environment, Climate Change 
and Water. Most of its functions are now looked after by the Office of Environment and Heritage, which is now part of the 
Department of Premier and Cabinet. And marine parks will be the joint responsibility of the Minister for Primary Industries 
(Katrina Hodgkinson) and the Minister for the Environment (Robyn Parker). 
The Shooters and Fishers Party got about 3.7% of the votes and still have Robert Brown and Robert Borsak in the Upper 
House. The Shooters and Fishers Party has an agenda that supports recreational angling but New South Wales Premier 
Barry O'Farrell says he won‘t be doing any deals with them just because they have such influence over issues in the 
delicately balanced Upper House, especially on their proposals for hunting in national parks. (The Shooters and Fishers 
Party reportedly want hunting access to 29 national parks to cull feral animals and deer. They are also campaigning for bow 
hunting for carp to be made legal.) 
 
In media reports in early April Mr O'Farrell ruled out doing any deals saying ‗The New South Wales Liberals and Nationals 
are not going to turn our national parks into hunting reserves.‘  
 
The Fishing Party got just 1.3% of the votes counted and didn‘t get anyone elected. 
The outcome of many pre-election promises can‘t be predicted—especially as the Coalition government now claims there is 
a $5.2 billion black hole in the State‘s finances. It‘s anyone‘s guess as to how this situation will affect recreational fishing 
issues, but at this stage it looks like recreational fishing won‘t be high on the agenda for the government, nor for the 
opposition.

GADEN TROUT HATCHERY 

 
MANAGERôS  REPORT 

 

March 2011 

General Hatchery Overview 
March was another cool month with several freshes in the Thredbo 

River due to  Gaden receiving  115.8mm of rain.  Water 
temperatures also remained cool and all fish stock appear to be in 
excellent condition. 

Final releases of fingerlings to impoundments and streams to 
approved waterways were completed by staff for this 
release/production year.  Kydra/Kybeyan,  Cooma and Yass‘s 

branches assisted Gaden staff by conducting releases of allocations 
for their desired waterways with the utilisation of Gaden transporters 
and/or oxygen cylinders and regulator.   The efforts of those 

involved were appreciated.   
After completion of all approved waterways an excess of 7,500 
Rainbow Trout and 4,000 Brown trout fingerlings was evident.  As a 

consequence an additional 2,500 rainbow Trout were released to 
Burrenjuck Dam and the remaining browns and Rainbows stocked 
into Blowering Dam.  This stocking event occurred en route to 

collect the Narrendera Truck which is required for liberation of adult 
fishing clinic and excess to production requirement brood stock. 
The 2+ Rainbow Trout fishing clinic pond was harvested during the 

month.  Interestingly, this pond is adjacent to the pond containing 
Brook Trout which cormorants decimated earlier in the year.  From 
the initial 600 fish stocked 250 viable females were collected and 

relocated to another pond for production use later this year and a 
further 270 fish (both males and females) harvested and transferred 
to the circulars for release during the month.  It would appear that 

cormorant activity was negligible in this pond especially when 
considering the removal of fish for fishing clinics however cormorant 
deterrants on both ponds are identical.   

Routine duties such as required EPA samples have been collected 
for both monthly sampling and additional pond discharges as per 
permit conditions during the month. 
Pest control contracts have been modified and adjusted for 

utilisation on a needs basis in addition to normal administrative 
requirements and purchases such as fish feed order and site 
supplies. 

Where possible, water supplies to disused ponds have been turned 
off in the ground to reduce the probability of frost damage to 
valves/ballcocks during the upcoming months.  Scour valves have 

been regularly opened due to the constant flooding events in the 
Thredbo River. 
Staff from the Office of Water, NSW Department of Environment, 

Climate Change and Water have been on site conducting 
invertebrate sampling in the Thredbo River on numerous occasions 
throughout the month. 

Leon Minors, Project Officer, Snowy River Rehabilitation indicated 
that funding for proposed tree eradication and chemical application 
on the Thredbo River banks (hatchery grounds) has been withdrawn 

this year.  This has meant that hatchery staff will conduct some 
minor work such as blackberry spraying until further funding is 
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received to complete this program. 
Trent Wilson attended the site to assist with some areas of 
the procedures manual and assist with compilation of 

same.  A quote will be requested from local surveyor to 
alter current site plans, which haven‘t been executed as 
drawn or significant modifications to infrastructure or 

building have occurred to require amendment of current 
‗aged‘ plans. 
Maintenance 

Hatchery staff are liasing with contractors to complete 
tasks required prior to the onset of frosts or around fish 
movements and pond harvesting.  Water to the site will be 

required to be turned off to enable installation of new pond 
valves and other annual pre spawning tasks will be 
completed in the next few weeks prior to the new 

production year.  Other annual services to plant and 
equipment such as tractors, generators, filter unit, silt trap, 
permanent fish trap, electrical tagging and the like will be 

completed in the near future. 
During the month staff removed excess timber, sand and 
debri from the permanent fish trap structure with more 

remedial work to be completed on the ―Park side‘ prior to 
use in June.  The boundary fence adjacent to the trap was 
replaced during the month due to flood damage. 

Issues involving the ride on mower and replacement of 
same are yet to be resolved.  After speaking with dealers it 
is anticipated that the cost of repair (if at all possible) could 

be $4000 and replacement of the unit prior to next year is 
requested. Quotes are being obtained regarding 
changeover/trade in pricing from numerous potential 

vendors. 
Staff will also attempt to reconstruct the  battered stone 
site discharge point in the picnic area (with concrete) in the 

next month due to possible OH&S concerns raised about 
exposed or removed rocks from the walls due to flood 
damage.  This repair will occur when time permits (around 

other hatchery tasks) and if funding allows. 
Staff 
Mark Jefcoate returned from 6 weeks leave on 21 March 

2011 then Mr Kevin Byrne commenced 2 weeks 
recreational leave.  Mark Duffy has been employed to 
cover this period of absence. 

Kelly reader attended a Snowy Mountains Tourism 
conference with regard to Newspaper editorials and 
networking skills. 

Stocks on hand / fish movements

have been completed to both streams and impoundments.

Staff selected and fin clipped 400 fingerlings for brood 
stock.  The remaining 1500 fingerlings were released to 
Lake Jindabyne.  

The 1+ Atlantic Salmon have also been harvested with the 
fish suitable future production transferred to another fry 
pond and the remaining 40 released to Lake Jindabyne.

Brook trout sales continued until late in the month however 
have now ceased due to the impending production season. 

750 fingerlings were sold for $594.00 income. 
Staff have also selected 350 fingerlings for future brood 
stock retained a further 200 fingerlings for transportation to 
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Dutton Hatchery to reduce the possible effects of cormorant 
activity in the future.  The excess 2,000 fingerlings were 

released to Lake Jindabyne on 24 March 2011.
